Shanghai Government selects Alcatel to deploy the first Radio CBTC signaling system in China, for the Shanghai new N° 8 metro line
Paris, March 24, 2005 – Alcatel (Paris: CGEP.PA and NYSE: ALA) today announced that it was selected by the Shanghai Government to deploy its advanced radio-based signaling system for the city’s new No. 8 metro line, phase 1. Shanghai Mass Transit Yangpu Line Development Co., Ltd awarded the contract, valued at Euros 20 million, to the consortium led by Alcatel Shanghai Bell, Alcatel’s flagship Chinese company. 
Phase one of the Shanghai metro line No. 8 Rail is 23.33 kilometres long with 22 stations, extending from Kailu in northeast Shanghai to Chengshan in Southeast of the city, crossing the Huangpu River.  The  metro line is expected to be in full operation within 3 years. Shanghai plans to extend the line by 3.5km and add three stations in the near term and further extend it by 9km in the future.

Partnering with consortium members, Shanghai Automation Instrumentation Co. and the Nanjing 14th Research Institute, Alcatel will provide its world leading SelTrac® Radio Communications-Based Train Control (CBTC) solution. CBTC is an effective means of overcoming the fundamental limitations of a traditional track-circuit/block based system in the areas of performance and maintenance costs. The signaling system allows Shanghai Metro to operate trains at a close headway of up to 90 seconds, and add trains automatically for peak periods, providing passengers with safe and efficient service. 
The SelTrac® solution includes a wireless data communication system between track and trains. This technology removes nearly all track embedded equipments and therefore drastically simplifies maintenance operations. In addition, the bandwidth provides capacity to have both, train control and extended on-board passenger services, such as on board video surveillance, to operate over the same network backbone.
